Vinnie has been reading Tarot for over 20 years and is the owner of one of the oldest 
occult shops in New England, Arsenic & Old Lace (http://www.arsenic.com). He 

founded the first Pagan Community Center in New England and is well known for 
teaching classes on psychic development, Tarot, magic, and Witchcraft.
